4) On page 14, you may wish to mention the WISDOM trial in Europe of
women at high risk for CAD. Should you also mention trials of
SERMs (RUTH) ?

Thanks for offering co-authorship and acknowledgement, but this is
your work, and you should receive all credit. That's why I raise the
issue of

including Karen Mittleman as a co—-author.
